Vision Education Project LCIF grant
will be completed later this year.

remaining funds in the grant, an upgraded LVRF
website will be developed, the Blindness and Low
Vision Education Project video will be updated,
Lions Low Vision folders and inserts for
promotion and information will be produced, and
a training program to help Lions interact with low
vision and blind patients will be developed.
Delaware Net has been contracted to develop the
new website.  To facilitate the continuing
presentation of the Blindness and Low Vision
Education Project video to organizations in our
communities, additional audio/visual equipment
has been purchased for loan to Lions clubs.
