Emmitsburg Lions Need Your Help

On Easter Saturday, April 3, at 6 am there was a terrible fire in Emmitsburg at the historic apartment building on the Towgu8re.
Luckily there were only two minor injuries but the tenants (over 30 people) got out literally with just the clothes o their backs and lost
every possession (eye glasses medications, identification, check books, charge cards, everything). The building had niosueance
and only one tenant had renters insurance. South Seton Avenue (the main route from 15 in to towajnains closed at the Town Square
indefinitely due to the devastation. (A restaurant was also lost and there was damage to the only bank in town. We argralieful that
it did not spread thru town)

Emmitsburg is one of the poorer municipalities in thestate. Although the residents of the town have been tremendously generous there is on
so much they have to give. At this time 15 families remain homeless while many others have no furniture, dishes linens etc.

These fire survivors are in desperate ned of money (due to generous donations clothing is not needed). In order to get a roof over the
heads they need security deposits, rent money (it will be more than have been paying) and money to get water, phone and power
turned on. Many of these firesurvivors cannot read or write and prior to the fire were among some of the neediest in our town

The Emmitsburg Lions are planning one fundraiser and are planning to turn over the proceeds of our already scheduled chicken
barbeque, as well as a cash doriah. We are getting glasses for 2 people so far, who lost them in the fire. Four of our members hav
been working almost daily with the fire survivors, helping to fill out forms, getting clothing, collecting items, working ohousing
helping these peopleo apply for any state/government aide, coordinating relief efforts in town etc. The Lions and other groups in
